This is an invitation to apply for membership in the Alpha Epsilon Chapter (UGA Chapter) of Kappa Delta Epsilon (KDE), the College of Education Honor Society.

Kappa Delta Epsilon is among the oldest educational honor societies in the United States.  Our membership includes undergraduates preparing to teach and graduate students pursuing professional study, men and women in educational work, faculty of colleges and universities, and honorary members. The purposes of Kappa Delta Epsilon are: a) to unite men and women in an active professional organization for campus and community service, b) to strengthen those ideals and standards which will permeate the entire professional life of the members, c) to encourage active participation in and support of current educational problems by all members, and d) to develop a spirit of mutual understanding and cooperation among the members.

Eligibility Requirements

The requirements for membership for undergraduate education majors are: 

(1) Completion of at least 30 semester hours of study and

(2) A minimum overall GPA of 3.3 (all college work). 

The requirements for graduate education majors are:

(1) Completion of at least 6 semester hours of graduate study and 

(2) A minimum GPA of 3.5.

Induction Requirements

All new members must fill out an application and return it with a $10 non-refundable application fee that will be applied to the one-time membership fee payment and return it to Room 427. All new members are required to participate in an induction period. The induction period consists of a minimum of 3 hours of KDE meetings and activities. After this period is complete, all inductees who have fulfilled all requirements can be inducted into the Alpha Epsilon Chapter (UGA) of Kappa Delta Epsilon during the next initiation ceremony.

Membership Requirements

To maintain membership in good standing, members must participate in at least 3 hours of KDE activities per semester. Members can earn 1 credit hour or more for each activity they attend. Members who qualify for good standing will be granted privileges including funds, honor cords, and access to attend special KDE events. 

Initiation

The next initiation ceremony will be at the Fall Banquet (Sunday, May 1st). Attendance at the initiation ceremony is required for membership. The membership fee is $80. ($10 will be applied from the application fee) The fee includes a one-time payment of national and local dues.
